ﬁrograms. Applicants must be enrolled as a full time student (12
ours) and maintain a 2.5 GPA.

Applicants may be currently high school seniors or adults
beginning/continuing their journer into a technology career. The
Kanokla Technology Driven Scholarship will help one ambitious
student harness their full potential as a tech professional to
change the world for the better. The student's chosen field of study
and career path must be related to technology.

An applicant must be a Kanokla broadband or landline service
customer in good standing, who lives within the Kanokla service
area or is the dependent of a Kanokla customer.

The Kanokla Scholarship Committee will make the selection of the
students to receive the awards.
